As you may know, there were several cases of
Chicken pox at the school in the last month.
Whenever there is a case of any contagious
illness, (stomach flu, strep throat, chicken pox
etc.), the school is required to notify parents.
Notification is done with email and a notice on
the sign out clipboard.

At the time of our chicken pox cases, we also
had a routine inspection by the Health
Department. The health nurse inspector, on
seeing we had cases of chicken pox, requested
and reviewed our immunization records.

She decided to exclude some children from
attending school who had not received the
chicken pox vaccine or had not had chicken
pox before. Our staff and board spent the day
in further consultation with the health
department staff, and it was finally determined
that the exclusion of children was not required
in this situation.

This was a new experience for our staff with the
Health Department, and we wanted parents to
be aware that the Department may determine
at their discretion certain health guidelines,
recommendations, or exclusions based on their
findings in the event of any disease occurrence.
